New Off Road Safety Laws

SAFETY
TRAINING:

Riders under 16 must have adult supervision when operating
quads or motorcycles

Riders under 18 must wear helmets on all off-road vehicles
unless in a registered street legal vehicle with roof or roll bar

New rules require operators under 16 to correctly fit their quad

Riders under 16 in vehicles which are required to have seat
belts (such as jeeps, dune buggies and side-by-sides) must
wear safety restraints

Free ON-LINE safety training is required for all quad and off-
road motorcyclists and will be phased in by 2014. HANDS-ON
training will be required for youth under 16 in 2012

Laws apply only to riders on land open for public use.
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
