Albany, $15,850 - National Register District updates and expansion of the Monteith Historic District. Public Education to include newsletters, workshops, and Preservation Month activities and awards.  Amending the local Historic Preservation Plan and ordinance as necessary.  Review and compliance preparation & meetings.  Development work including the Residential Rehabilitation Matching Grant Program.

Astoria, $15,000 - Develop a long-range Historic Preservation Plan for Astoria including a list of priority future projects and potential amendments to the Historic Preservation Ordinance. 

Baker City, $20,000 - Installation of a new electrical system in the Carnegie Library that will house the Crossroads Art Center.

Benton County, $15,558 - Re-establish the Historic Resource Commission website for local resources and preservation activities.  National Register listed Watson Farm structural assessment and analysis.  Historic Preservation Month activities.  Creation of a Historic Benton County driving/Bicycle tour brochure.  Research into and possible implementation of a Rehabilitation Grant Program.

Clackamas County, $20,000 - Intensive Level Survey along the new multi-use Trolley Trail. Update current County inventory with new photos, site plans and vicinity maps for integration into SHPO database.  500 proposed inventory forms to be completed.

Corvallis, $10,000 - Public outreach, education and awareness concerning the revised Historic Preservation Code.  Presentations on maintenance of historic homes.  Preservation Month activities including annual awards ceremony, walking tours, and purchase of a historic preservation banner.  Purchase of plaques for Historic District properties. Participation and development of a historic preservation certificate program to educate planners with little formal training in historic preservation.

Deschutes County, $14,949 - Install Drake Park and Old Town Historic District sign toppers. Prepare and submit Dry River Gorge at Horse Ridge Archaeological National Register nomination, Emil Wienecke House National Register nomination.  Training of commissioners, and preservation education for title insurance companies, service clubs, real estate professionals and the public.  Re-write Sisters and Redmond Historic Preservation Plans.  Complete the Redmond Historic Preservation web site.  

Douglas County, $7,858 - Planning Department staffing of work related to historic resources and the Historic Resource Review Committee; Additional Reconnaissance Level Survey work to update 1970's - 80's inventory, approximately 300 structures.

Forest Grove, $14,317 - Forest Grove Renovation Grant Program, Average 10 Projects/Year. Intensive Level Survey of 21 properties identified in the Reconnaissance Level Survey of the area south of the Clark National Register Historic District; Quarterly Newsletter; Local review of approximately 10 renovation grant projects.

Hillsboro, $7,926 - Phase 1- Verification of number and type of existing resources along with a public needs assessment to be used for City Council consideration as to what specific powers and duties will be given to a new Landmarks Commission.  Phase 2 - based on phase 1 recommendations, City Council will decide whether to move ahead with CLG application.

Jacksonville, $14,069 - Preservation Plan development for the Brunner Building.

Portland, $17,500 - Selective Reconnaissance Level Survey with comprehensive neighborhood analysis and report on the "outer ring" neighborhoods. Local review of all National Register and Special Assessment applications and Section 106 proposals and staff support to the Portland Historic Landmarks Commission.
